What to Do When an
E&O Incident Occurs

All agency staff should consider the
following when responding to customers
when faced with an E&O situation:

1. Never admit liability. You can be
empathetic, but never admit you’ve done
anything wrong.

2. Don’t participate in any settlement
discussions or enter into a settlement without
written consent from your E&O carrier.
